Henry-Russell Hitchcock, Professor of Art at Smith College and a 

leading historian of modern architecture, has written the introduction. 

Arthur Drexler, Associate Curator of the Museum1s Department of Archi­

tecture and Design, has written the text and Philip C. Johnson, 

Director of the Department, has contributed a preface.

Street, 

New York.
